
 
 

 

Dear Parishioners, 

 
“The Gifts of God for the People of God.”  I have lost track of the number of times I have 

said these words, let alone the places in which I have uttered them: nursing homes, lakesides, 

churches, parks, lawns, camps, chapels, and hospitals.  They are so much a part of our wor-

ship that we no longer think about them or stand in awe of them.  There is a radiant holiness, 

a holy beauty in these words that call us to wake up to the power of God as found in the midst 

of God’s blessings that lie before us in the course of our everyday lives.    In the Holy Eucharist, these words  

embrace the gifts of the bread and wine, the body and blood of Christ.  Ordinary things become extraordinary 

through the power and presence of the Holy Spirit.  As Psalm 34 tells us,  “Taste and see that the Lord is good.” 

 

But I believe that we all suffer from taste, sight, and hearing impairments; we fail to taste or see or hear God in 

the living of our ordinary days.   We have hardness of heart—atrophied  spiritual senses—failing to appreciate 

how God works in the ordinary.  God’s biggest gift is the gift of blessing us in the midst of the boring routine. 

Our culture is addicted to seek the extraordinary, and we have become  excitement junkies, seeking fix-after-

stimulating fix.  Whether it is video games, or Facebook or Twitter, or a 24-hour news channel, we do everything 

in our power to make sure that we are stimulated 24/7.  We deny that we suffer from this addiction but the suc-

cessful TV shows tell the truth:  programs   showing outrageous people performing outrageous stunts, athletes 

performing feats never thought possible, or people living preposterous lives in preposterous circumstances.   If we 

are not entertained, then we aren’t really living and become dreaded  21st century zombies who have life but who 

aren’t really alive. 

 

Faced with such stimulating needs, how is it that we can find the Gifts that God offers to the People of God?   No-

tice that while Jesus walked on water, he did not make it the center point of his ministry!  His ministry centered 

upon people: how they were treated and respected by the cultural forces—both secular and religious—of His day.  

Jesus was changing lives not through extraordinary miracles but through the everyday worship of God and re-

spect of God’s people.  Jesus was not crucified because he walked on water but rather because he wanted people 

to awaken to God’s most holy gift: the love, nurture, and acceptance of people whom the culture believed to be 

unlovable and expendable.  He challenged the common perception that if we can’t love the outcasts, certainly God 

can’t possibly love them either!  The Gifts of God in the Holy Eucharist are given to us so we may be cured of our 

addictions and impairments and come to know that the most precious gift from God is the ability to see God in 

the faces of others.  It doesn’t sound very exciting, but God changes our lives through this simple, moving gift: the  

ability to see holiness in the midst of the mundane, ordinary world.  Embrace the world!  Embrace your life!  

Taste and see that the Lord is good!
